The presentations and posters are to be proofread by the Scientific Committee before being included in the
conference publication. Papers of no more than 8 pages meeting the content and format requirements will be
arranged into topics and published in an electronic publication edited as a book, with an ISBN number.

Based on the recommendation of the Scientific Committee, outstanding papers will be invited for publication in
the ‘Journal of Central European Green Innovation” and the journals ‘Acta Carolus Robertus’, ’Ecocycles’, ’
Studia Mundi — Economica’, "Regional and Business Studies’, as well as *A Falu’.
